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Chapter 55 - Medical And Dental Care

§ 1079b. Procedures for charging fees for care provided to 
civilians; retention and use of fees collected

(a) Requirement To Implement Procedures.—The Secretary of Defense shall implement procedures 
under which a military medical treatment facility may charge civilians who are not covered 
beneficiaries (or their insurers) fees representing the costs, as determined by the Secretary, of 
trauma and other medical care provided to such civilians.

(b) Use of Fees Collected.—A military medical treatment facility may retain and use the amounts 
collected under subsection (a) for—

(1) trauma consortium activities;

(2) administrative, operating, and equipment costs; and

(3) readiness training.
