ll. DESCRIPTION

The process of rendering a subject immune, most frequently accomplished by
immunization with either live or inactivated viral agents or bacterial antigens (active
immunization) or by administration of performed antibody after an exposure to a disease has
occurred (passive immunization).

. POLICY

A. The current administration of appropriate vaccine for the following diseases
according to current Centers for Disease Control (CDC) recommendations: Tetanus,
Diphtheria, Pertussis, Poliomyelitis, Mumps, Measles, Rubella, Influenza, Pneumococcal
Disease, Haemophilus Influenza Type B, Hepatitis A, Hepatitis B, and Varicella (refer to
Chapter 1, Section 10.1).

B. Well-child immunizations covered for beneficiaries from birth to age six (see Chapter
1, Section 10.4).

C. Immunizations required by dependents of active duty military personnel who are
traveling outside the United States as a result of an active duty member's duty assignment,
and such travel is being performed under orders issued by a Uniformed Service. (See
Chapter 1, Section 10.1).
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
