II. DESCRIPTION

Radial keratotomy is a surgical procedure used in the treatment of myopia 
(nearsightedness) in which sixteen (16) radial incisions are made into the corneal tissues.

III. POLICY

A. The radial keratotomy surgical procedure is classified as an unproven procedure; and 
therefore excluded as a benefit.
